Safety Concerns 


Good Neighbors:


Do not litter


Trim trees and shrubs along roads so


Emergency vehicles have clearance


Views are not obstructed


Brush does not scratch vehicles


Keep dogs confined to their yard (loose dogs can frighten walkers, leave presents in a neighbor’s yard, or get hit by a car) 


Maintain property so it has curb appeal (pick up trash and old newspapers, cut grass, etc.)


Report suspicious activity to authorities


Do not drive fast (kids and pets live in the neighborhood)


Keep culverts (drains under road) open and free of debris to ensure rain water can drain appropriately


Treat neighbors and their property with respect

Road Work


 Recently a tour of the roads was conducted by Steve Leiker, Road Committee Chair:  Jim Thomas, Trustee; and Pat Lesch, President.  Repairs are needed in 40 areas.  Numerous companies were contacted for bids.  The bids ranged from $28,000 – $55,000.  The lowest bid was accepted and work to repair the 40 areas will begin shortly.  Steve will also get estimates for additional work on the roads. Cost and available funds will determine what work will be completed.   Road upkeep and repair consume the largest portion of the subdivision expenses.
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
