Roads:

· Steve will follow-up with Bonacker about snow plowing contract
· Chip and Seal
· Pat had a discussion with street manager of Webster Groves who recommends chip and seal (use ¼ inch rock base) and recommends Missouri Petroleum 
· Texas, Ohio, Virginia, and Alaska Department of Transportation websites recommend chip and seal for low volume traffic (<2400 trips and low speed) 
· Will not work soft spots under road
