The June 1, 2009 meeting opened at 7:05pm at the firehouse, 11 people attended: Michael Meyer, Steve Leiker, Joe Reis, Danny Tuggle, Patrick Lesch, John Redel, Greg Launhardt, Terri Launhardt, Patty Kistler, Addie Corbett, and Lisa Mott.

Minutes from May were approved as written.

Treasurer’s Report:  Addie Corbett – Report was given and approved.

Greg and Terri Launhardt, Account Tax, gave a presentation of the financial work that they are offering to do for the subdivision. Account Tax will offer balance sheets, liabilities, income statements with account payable and accounts receivable and aging reports which can be given on a monthly or quarterly basis. After discussion, it was agreed upon that Treasurer Corbett will continue to collect all the bills, bring them to each monthly meeting to be approved for payment, and then submit them to Account Tax for payment. Treasurer Corbett will also provide all bills, spreadsheets, banking information and paperwork necessary to make a smooth transaction from her to Account Tax. There will be no contract bonding us to them for any amount of time and we will pay them monthly. Motion was approved to proceed with this service.

Roads:  Steve Leiker – An inspection was done on Shady Hollow regarding the letter received on the culvert in that location. The outcome was that there is nothing wrong with the culvert, it seems to be functioning properly, and the problem seems to be below that point in the homeowner’s yard.

There is an issue regarding the road being pealed up on Hideaway Hill and Hilltop due to the necessary turn around by trash trucks. We will be getting bids for the repair and addressing the issue at the next meeting in July.

There were a few large items dumped at the entrance of Hoene Springs during the time of the pickup of road waste. John Redel will be speaking to the President of The Bluffs to discuss a possible bulk pickup for all residents in both Hoene Springs and The Bluffs. There will be new signs made for the next pickup to specify that the pickup is not a dumping pickup, but rather a cleanup. 

Other Business: The final discussion concerned the business operation in Heone Springs to which a letter was sent regarding the non-permitted actions taking place at this residence. We were informed that there has been no response or attempt to rectify this problem. President Lesch stated that he would visit the location to discuss the problem with the home/business owner.
